The visit will give young people the opportunity to see, feel and experience the American way of life and 
visit a number of tourist and special interest sites. 

To be eligible for the trip you need to:

•	 be aged between 14 and 16 at the time of travel
•	 live in a Peabody property 

Given that we always get more applications than we have places, we need to use some selection criteria 
to choose the finalists.  In particular, we will be looking for applicants who have:

•	 a keen interest in a particular sport, or play sport at school
•	 done well at school in a particular subject
•	 shown interest in art or music, perhaps creating their own material
•	 �made a contribution to their community, for example through working on a project or helping others
